It's a reminder of a moving and
memorable weekendl'he Battle of he Somme lasted for 141 dreadful days,
and the main Commemoration of the Battle was heldhat Thiepval
monument on July®ithis year, 100 years after the first day of the battle.

Fredds uncle and my son R&b great uncle, Sidney Gill, volunteered in
1914 at the age of eighteen, and joined the Sheffield Pals, one of many pals
units consisting of people from the same town or workplate joined the

York and Lancaster regimentHe went over the top and was killed on the
first day of the battle, onef 19,240 men who died that daidis body was

never found. Together with 72,000 others who were also never found, his
name is carved into the Thiepval memorial.

STICKY SAUSAGES WITH OVEN -ROASTED PLUMS

Serves 4 2 large red onions, peeled, halved and thinly sliced
4 ripe plums, stoned and cutonvedges
2 garlic cloves, unpeeled
1 thsp olive all
Salt and freshly ground black pepper
8 thick pork and herb sausages
200 ml (7 fl 0z) red wine
4 tbsp Indonesian soy sauce (called kicap manis, ketjap
manis or keycap manis, from supermarkets)
A small handful of fresh flaeaf parsley, chopped
Zest of 1 lemon, finely grated
25 g (1 oz) walnuts, roughly chopped

Oven: 200C/fan 180/gas 6

Place the onions, plums and garlic into a large roasting tray.

Drizzle over the olive oil, season witfalt and freshly ground black pepper
and toss well.

Arrange the sausages over the top, pour over the wine and roast for 30
minutes.

Remove the garlic from the tray and squeeze the flesh from its papery skin.
Mash with the kicap manis and spoon over thesages.

Return to the oven for 10 minutes until sticky.

Mix together the parsley, lemon zest and walnuts and scatter over the
sausages just before serving.

follies, encircling carriage drives, belts and circular clumps of trees. Bridges
or cascades often were usecct@ nnect t h e andageeat mang | 6
formal gardens were destroyed on Brdsvrsayso, to be replaced with
landscapeswith the serpentine shapes becoming his hallmark.

Brownds designs were adapted to t
unlike the authoritarian regime the seventh century monarchies. English
gentlemen did not maintain courts; they lived privately on their country
estates and liked to see their domains from their windows and to ride about
them and it is estimated that he was responsible for somehuidred and
seventygardens surrounding the finest country houses and estates in Britain.

In 1761 Brown was appointed head gardener at Hampton Court Palace
though he continued his private practice. By the time he died' Gelsruary
